Richmond, VA — Amateur athletes from across Virginia and neighboring states will converge on the Richmond Region in 2026 for the 
Virginia Commonwealth Games. The 2025 Games welcomed more than 10,000 athletes competing in over 30 sports and generated 
more than $6 million in economic impact across the Commonwealth. 
 
Planning for the 2026 Games is well underway, and registration is officially open. This year marks the first Games hosted in the 
Richmond Region, which will serve as home to the event from 2026 through 2028. The region’s central location and diverse facilities 
will help better serve athletes of all ages, abilities, and backgrounds. The move represents a significant step forward in expanding 
participation and strengthening the Games’ impact statewide. 
 
The Main Games Weekend is scheduled for July 24–26, 2026, and athletes from Virginia and beyond are encouraged to register early 
for one of the Commonwealth’s largest annual multisport festivals. 
 
The next event in the Richmond area for the 2026 Games is Swimming, taking place June 11–14 at NOVA Regency.
